Scrappy Ripple Afghan

This beautiful blanket came to us anonymously with another titled “Wacky Feet”. If the creator would like to
contact me I would love to get the pattern for the Wacky Feet afghan as well. This afghan is a simple ripple, the
basic directions are below, but the colors are off set with a cream every three rows or so. Also, using the front and
back loops alternately gives great texture.

Basic Ripple: (47 x 60”)

Chain 219. 2 dc in fourth ch from hook, *skip next two chains, sc in next 20 chs; 3 dc in next ch, repeat from * to
last 3 chs, skip next 2 chs, 2 dc in last ch. Chain 3 and turn, repeat, changing colors every one, two or three rows as
desired.
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
